RESOLUTION OF INTENTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ANDERSON
TO RENEW LANDSCAPING AND LIGHTING DISTRICT NO. 93-2 ASSESSMENTS
FOR THE 2009-2010 FISCAL YEAR

WHEREAS, the Landscaping and Lighting Act of 1972 authorizes the City Council to impose an assessment
for Street Landscaping and Lighting; and

WHEREAS, the Streets and Highway Code, which provides guidelines for the implementation of Landscaping
and Lighting assessments, requires the City Council to review and accept the Engineet’s report then adopt a Resolution
of Intention to impose assessments; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has accepted the engineet’s report and wishes to renew the Landscaping and Lighting
District assessments for 2009-2010 with no increases in fees or change in assessment methodology.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Andetson declares the
following:

1) The City Council intends to levy and collect assessments within Assessment District 93-2 during the fiscal year
2009-2010. The area of land to be assessed 1s located within a portion of the City of Anderson, County of
Shasta.

2) The improvements to be made in this assessment district are generally described as payment for electrical

energy required to operate the street lighting/ traffic signal system throughout most of the City of Anderson.

3) In accordance with the City Council’s resolution directing the filing of an annual report, PACE Engineering,
the Engineer of Work, has filed with the City Clerk the report required by the Landscaping and Lighting Act of
1972. All intetested persons are referred to that report for a full and detailed description of the improvements,
the boundaties of the assessment district and the proposed assessments upon assessable lots and parcels of
land within the district.

4) On July 21, 2009, at 7:00 p.m., the City Council will conduct a public hearing on the question of the levy of the
proposed annual assessment. The hearing will be held at Anderson City Hall, 1887 Howard Street, Anderson.
