WHEREAS, Bob Reid was selected the North Section “Coach of the Year” three times
and State “Coach of the Year” four times during his career as the Anderson High School
Football Coach; and

WHEREAS, Bob Reid, “Godfather of Anderson Football,” produced the most wins in
Northern Section history; and

WHEREAS, as a community volunteer, Bob Reid continues to work with his wife of
fifty years, Pat Reid, to show students and parents alike that community is important,
because when you love your community, you serve your community; and

WHEREAS, in recognition of the tremendous contributions made to this community,
the Anderson Union High School District will honor Bob Reid by naming their new stadium,
“Bob Reid Stadium.”

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Anderson, on behalf of the staff,
citizens and businesses of Anderson, does hereby recognize and honor Bob Reid, the
Godfather of Anderson Football, for his many outstanding contributions to the Anderson
community as a teacher, coach and community volunteer.
