Mr. Sperry further stated, in answer to Mr. Morgan's question, 
that there is a requirement of a minimum of thirty days between the two meetings for establishing a 
community facilities district and a continuance at this time would push the second meeting into September. 

City Manager Scott Morgan recommended the Council consider passing the abandonment of CFD 2006-1 at 
this time and continue the balance of this item to July 21, 2009. 

By motion made, seconded (ComnicklYarbrough), and carried, the Council adopted Resolution No. 09-52, 
abandoning Community Facilities District No. 2006-1 and continued Community Facilities District No. 
2009-1 Vineyards at Anderson to July 21, 2009, to allow the project team time to finalize team participation 
efforts.
