PUBLIC FORUM TO DISCUSS THE NEED FOR STATE GOVERNANCE AND FISCAL 
REFORM 

Councilmember Hunt went over the staff report and invited the public to get involved by sharing their 
ideas. 

Larry Elliott, recommended the City and County government: 
•	 pay close attention to the effect the new Walmart Supercenter in Redding will have on 

Anderson's local economy. 
•	 Save money by consolidating activities, such as grant writing for cities and the county with one 

subcontractor for all. 
•	 The City consider possible future bank failures and make sure their monies are not all kept in one 

bank. 

Ellen Cote, read two flyers entitled "War" and "Freedom" and stated that we need to ensure that town hall 
meetings are not scripted. 

Chris Young, expressed that he feels we do not need a constitutional convention, and that while some 
problems exist, including an attempt to discard a 2/3 majority vote, he would recommend the City of 
Anderson not get involved with this attempt at fiscal reform. 

Councilmembers commented on the proposed recommendations for fiscal reform. 

Charles Alexander, went over the 26 ideas presented in the staff report for the City of Redding Public 
Forum and stated that five minutes to address these issues just isn't enough time. 

Janet Applegalih-Yarbrough, stated that as individuals we are expected to live within our means, if we 
cannot we are expected to adjust our spending not steal from our neighbors. She feels the State should be 
held to that same standard.
